Nominations will be judged and winners selected by independent reputable judges. 
Awards presentations will be made on July 23rd, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. at the ADA 20th Anniversary Celebration being held at the Department Of Transportation Auditorium, 7 Hazen Drive, Concord, NH. 

Categories: 
1. Individual ‐ Open to individuals who have successfully advocated for implementation of the ADA and the removal of barriers to full access to the community for people with disabilities. 
2. Non-profit Organization ‐ Open to non-profit organizations that have made exemplary contributions towards the implementation of the ADA and the removal of barriers to full access to the community for people with disabilities.
3. Public Accommodation – Open to a privately owned business that provides fully accessible goods and/or services .

4. Public Programs (Governmental) ‐ Open to state, county, municipal or other governmental entities that have exceeded minimum compliance with the ADA. 

Criteria: 
1.
The nominee must have an established record of long-term commitment to fulfilling the spirit and intent of the ADA; or

2.
The nominee must have shown exemplary, pro-active compliance with the ADA design standards; or 

3.
The nominee must have shown exemplary, pro-active compliance with the ADA mandate for non‐discriminatory (equal access) delivery of policies, goods, programs and services.
